Dear Friends and Family, 

We trust you had a blessed Thanksgiving spent with family and friends. We invited three unsaved couples from Guamuchil to eat our Thanksgiving meal with us. Only one couple let us know they couldn’t come; the other two couples never came, but we had invited a couple from church as Plan B, and so we had turkey and pumpkin pie and a good time of fellowship on Saturday night. 

AUGUST —Thank you for your prayers for VBS. We had a good number of children who attended during the five days. A few decisions were made. Pray for them that they would attend our regular services. Abi has settled into college life at our mission’s Bible institute and is doing well. 

SEPTEMBER — We received a lot of rain this year, for which we are thankful. A couple of tropical storms made landfall in Sinaloa. Most were to the south of us, and we didn’t receive any wind or rain. The last Sunday we started a Sunday School hour. We have a 10-15-minute break and then begin our morning worship service. Everyone seems to enjoy the fellowshipping between services. The Watsons took over the pastorate of Bethany Baptist Church in Guasave. Dr. Richard Mercado, the former director of our mission, Mission Gospel Ministries International, came for his second visit to Alhuey.  
OCTOBER — Tropical storm Paul did reach us, and we had 18 hours of rain. The river and area canals flooded, but neither we nor our church people were affected. New contacts were made in a neighboring town. We had an outdoor service to support the work of a sister Baptist church. The fellowship continues, and we are exploring ways to help faithful members in other churches be more effective in ministry.

NOVEMBER — The paving of the street is almost done!!! Now comes the cleanup. We look forward once again to be able to park in our garage. This month we were very busy with travel. We attended our MGMI workers’ meeting in Hermosillo Nov. 6-10. We had Dr. David Shumate with us in Alhuey on Saturday and Sunday, Nov. 11-12 for a mini-conference; then he and Tap went down to Culiacán for the Fundamental Baptist Fellowship Conference Nov. 13-16. We left on the 18th for Surutato for our spiritual retreat up in the mountains. A great time of spiritual refreshment and enjoying the beauty of God’s creation was had by all! We returned home on the 20th.
DECEMBER — On the first, we hosted 16 pastors for a time of preaching, prayer, and tacos afterwards. We look forward to being with them and fellowshipping. On the 12th we leave for Phoenix and fly out on the 14th for Kankakee to spend a few days with Denise’s mom and then travel on to Virginia Beach to spend Christmas with Tap’s family. Tap, Katie, Karina, and Paul will be joining us. Brian will be flying home to Mexico on the 15th. He and Diana will be living with us until Diana can live in the States, so they may be with us for 6-12 months. We will then spend a week or so with Tap and Katie in NC. We will all be together for a while until we fly out on Jan. 4.  
It is hard for us to believe that 2006 is quickly coming to an end! We thank the Lord for His goodness, faithfulness, and mercy to us this past year. We also praise and thank the Lord for all of you who have upheld us in prayer this past year and for your financial support. Without you, we wouldn’t be able to continue in this ministry. Devotional thought from Oswald Chamber Publications, December 1, 2006:

The moral law does not consider us as weak human beings at all; it takes no account of our heredity and infirmities; it demands that we be absolutely moral. The moral law never alters, either for the noblest or for the weakest; it is eternally and abidingly the same. The moral law ordained by God does not make itself weak to the weak, it does not palliate our shortcomings; it remains absolute for all time and eternity. If we do not realize this, it is because we are less than alive; immediately we are alive, life becomes a tragedy. "I was alive without the law once: but when the commandment came, sin revived, and I died." When we realize this, then the Spirit of God convicts us of sin. Until a man gets there and sees that there is no hope, the Cross of Jesus Christ is a farce to him. Conviction of sin always brings a fearful binding sense of the law; it makes a man hopeless—"sold under sin." I, a guilty sinner, can never get right with God, it is impossible. There is only one way in which I can get right with God, and that is by the Death of Jesus Christ. I must get rid of the lurking idea that I can ever be right with God because of my obedience—which of us could ever obey God to absolute perfection!

We only realize the power of the moral law when it comes with an "if." God never coerces us. In one mood we wish He would make us do the thing, and in another mood we wish He would leave us alone. Whenever God's will is in the ascendant, all compulsion is gone. When we choose deliberately to obey Him, then He will tax the remotest star and the last grain of sand to assist us with all His almighty power.”
